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As she has stepped into leadership roles at all levels of Zonta, Souellaôs focus has been on 
ensuring that Zonta remains relevant by supporting membership and advocacy initiatives and 
ensuring clubs adapt to changing member expectations. She has actively supported a stronger 
focus on advocacy, which has enhanced Zonta's role as a strong voice at the table in regard to 
the legislative agenda for women's rights and issues. Souellaôs 38-year career in accounting, 
finance and consulting roles provides her with a broad range of skills, including recruitment, 
career development and performance management; financial and risk management; and 
managing the delivery of professional services to a wide range of clients in the public and private 
sectors.

The preparations for this biennium already started after the Conference in Dijon. From then on, I 
was sure that I would be engaged in a challenging period for the next three years. I was very 
much looking forward to it. 
In February 2020, I was lucky to go to the governor's training in Chicago. Although Convid-19 
was already spreading in China, I have been able to travel to the States. I made arrangements 
for the District dinner in Chicago a few months later. The biennium's motto Transitions, Changes 
and New Opportunities could not have been more predictive. 
The last District Board meeting of the previous biennium took place by Zoom. 
In July 2020, we started the biennium in the middle of the corona crisis. The Convention in 
Chicago had been cancelled, and as you know, Zonta business was limited to the mandatory 
elections and voting.  
In July, as a kick-off for our new team, we organized a zoom meeting for the district board and 
committee chairs with festive hats.  
 
The district Board has not been able to have a single live meeting until now. All meetings have 
been by Zoom, Teams, telephone or another electronic tool. 
All physical meetings during the first year have been cancelled. The first official visit, the 
only until now, as Governor was on July 3rd 2021, to the Area 02 Meeting in Mâcon. 
 
But, this does not mean we have been standing idle. The first challenge was to keep all the area 
directors and clubs motivated and hand them tools to have their area meeting and club meeting 
online. We sensed that many Zontians found comfort in the connectedness of Zonta 
membership. 
After a first Zoom District Board meeting in September, we had a webinar in December 2020 by 
leadership training chair Britta about 'leading in a virtual world' and core competencies. 
District Newsletters reached all members directly in their mailbox. We could now communicate 
regular updates to all members.  
We created a closed Facebook group for communication between Zontians of our district. 
 
In November, our district was very excited to participate in the Every Member, Every 
November challenge. We ended 8th with $11.279 raised.  
The overall donations to the Foundation in the first year until July '21 reached up to $114.665. 
One hundred fourteen members made individual donations. 
 
The Zonta Says No campaign was able to engage all Zonta clubs of our district.  
Orange your city and other outdoor actions have been possible, even with quarantine 
restrictions. Violence against women increased as a consequence of quarantine and other 
measures due to Covid-19. 
 
One of the main goals of Zonta and also of our district remains Membership. Membership in 
Zonta has declined since 2000, and now with corona, the situation is making it even more 
challenging to attract new members. 
We have now 18 young professionals. The number of Clubs stayed the same with 74 clubs. 
We have been able to charter two new Golden Z clubs: GZ Bremen and GZ Hildesheim City, 
both in Germany. That makes a total of 9 Golden Z clubs and 2 Z clubs. 
The younger generation is our future. To keep in contact with these young women, we are 
establishing a Youth Engagement Zonta Database. This database includes Awardees and 
Golden Z club members and all awards participants, alumnae, club awards, and even all other 
interested youngsters in Zonta like daughters or sons of Zontians.
